➢ Students will meet with school counseling staff and 
faculty sponsor to review the PLE proposal. 
 

➢ Students will maintain a PLE log and develop a 
culminating project to demonstrate that learning 
standards have been successfully met. 
 

➢ A high school student may earn up to two  
full​ academic ​credits in any school year through the 
Personalized Learning Experience program.  
 

➢ Students will have a minimum of five (5)  
scheduled credits in addition to their PLE credits. 
 

➢ PLE credits will count towards elective graduation 
requirements if successfully completed.
